| was driving home along Preston Avenue recentty lan
noticed the sign outside Redeemer Lutheran Church.
They have one of those signs where they can ptet li
messages and thoughts for the day, and the mettsage
had posted was “Pobody’s Nerfect!” | smiled asddd,
remembering that little phrase that | hadn’t hesinde
my high school years in the early 90’s. “Pobody’s
Nerfect!” That's for sure! And somehow that funmiyié
demonstration of our imperfection makes us relad, a
laugh, and stop taking ourselves so seriously.

What a funny thing to put on a church sign, | thitug
But as | reflected on it further, | thought abdu bible
study that we’re working through on Sunday mornings
this Fall. We’ve been reading the Gospel of Marld a
one of the unique things about Mark’s Gospel i$ itha
really points out the failures of Jesus’ disciples.

In Mark, the disciples really come off as rathendNo matter what Jesus does, whether miracles or
healings or wise teachings, the disciples justtcsgem to understand the fact that he is the Omergen
God - that he is the Son of God. Over and overdibaples are surprised by Jesus’ power, whettger i
used to multiply loaves and fishes or to still ging storm.

And just when we think they are starting to geiiten they profess their faith in Jesus as the Mesthey
demonstrate once again that they have misundersiondrhey think he’s going to rise up and become a
political leader, overthrow the Romans, and takeroVhey think he’s going to rule in a powerful g@om,
and they want to sit on his right and his left.

As we study Mark’s Gospel together, we are learfiiom the example of the first disciples what itans
to be followers of Jesus today. Often we are legrfiom the mistakes they made, and we are recmgniz
that we often make the same ones. The challengdaiow the way of Jesus, and that way involves
humbling ourselves and becoming servants to onthanadl he first will be last, and the last will faest.

One of the encouraging things about reading MaBdspel is how patient Jesus was with his bungling
disciples. He certainly corrected them and taulgéitt when they got things wrong, but he kept on wgrk
with them, trusting that one day they would truhderstand and be able to live as his faithful fo#cs.

But sometimes in our Christian Community, | notilsat we are demanding perfection of each othesat h
people criticizing or complaining when somethingig of place or when someone fails to get a door
unlocked on time. | notice others voicing theiragiproval when a detail is overlooked or when somgth
is not done “as well as they would have done ftarily we could be a little more patient with eaather, if
we could pause and remember that “Pobody’s Nerteefidre we begin to criticize and complain.

Sometimes | need to pause and remember that mysyoeal to be perfect (That would be an impossible
and unhelpful goal!) but my goal is simply to humbhyself and serve as best | can, making use dfiftse
that God has given to me. And | often need to relbvegrthat others in our community are equally
imperfect. | need to be patient as we learn and/ gogether in love and service. May God help usall
remember that “Pobody’s Nerfect” as we learn togetb follow the way of Jesus.

We began by sharing who we are and whdbwe and then we continued around the circle naglki
about our experience of poverty and what we woubtdtrvant to teach our children.

It was a simple program and a profound experieacéhbse who participated. We opened our earsteni
and our hearts to love, and most of us were s@agty how much we received that evening. We cltised
evening with a short prayer and joined togetheshiare in the Lord’s Prayer. We agreed with our new
friends that we should do this again — maybe e tve can do it at Guadalupe Parish, Father Bill
suggested.
