KAIROS’ work is informed by its 21 partner organimas in Africa, Asia, Latin America and the Middle
East, some 70 grassroots groups and many more rseggpacross Canada, and by its collaboration with
numerous civil society organizations working wittmamon cause for a more just and sustainable world.
KAIROS, and its precursor organizations, have §&&- history of successful co-operation and
collaboration with CIDA in the areas of global peatship and public engagement.

THE CIDA CUTS

On November 30, 2009, the last day of an extensiats previous program funding, CIDA informed
KAIROS that its 2009-2013 program proposal had regtted. The proposal, developed with support
from CIDA staff and in collaboration with KAIROS’IGbal Partners, advanced two CIDA priorities:
promoting good governance (human rights) and adrmgrecological sustainability (reducing the impaft
climate change and addressing land degradatiowpdtapproved at every level of CIDA before being
rejected by the Minister for International Coopemat Bev Oda. This decision, without warning, cuéo
$7 million from KAIROS’ budget, spread over the ferear duration of the proposal.

KAIROS supports partners in countries such as Sutl@nCongo, the Philippines, and Colombia who face
extreme human rights and humanitarian crises asawelolitical repression. The decision will have a
devastating impact on the work and well-being esthorganizations, and the hundreds of marginalized
communities who benefit from their programs.

A letter from the Minister Oda (sent four daafser KAIROS received notice of the funding cut) claimed
that KAIROS did not meet CIDA’s new thematic prias (Food Security, Children and Youth, and
Economic Growth) and that CIDA only funds projeittat deliver “results that make a real differercéhie
lives of those living in poverty.” KAIROS’ proposedbrk on good governance, ecological sustainability
and human rights clearly supports CIDA prioriti€sDA’s own evaluator of KAIROS’ 2006-2009 program
wrote: “The KAIROS' program is very much in linetwiCIDA policies, particularly the United Nations
(UN) Millennium Goals and with CIDA’s Overseas Déjament Assistance (ODA) priorities, Key

Agency Results (KARS) and Strengthening Aid Effestiess policy.”
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Following the funding cuts, KAIROS received a floodetters of support from all its member churchis
global partner organizations, numerous NGOs, theral, Bloc Québécois, NDP and Green parties, and
thousands of individuals in Canada and around thrédw

GOING FORWARD

Despite many hundreds of letters to Prime MiniStexphen Harper and Minister for International
Cooperation Bev Oda, as well as a great deal ofaratention, KAIROS has yet to receive sufficient
explanation for the sudden and unprecedented vathalrof all of its CIDA funding.

KAIROS continues to work with MPs across the coutirbring a clearer understanding of the important
collaboration between CIDA and KAIROS. This relasbip has been to the benefit of literally hundrefds
communities and thousands of people around thedWiWAIROS is currently awaiting a response from
Minister Oda to its request to meet and revisitghegposal and re-establish the relationship with Al

Using the study “Partners: Welcoming Refugee FiselodCanada” written by Shuling Chen, Huda
Kandalaft and Glynis Williams, we are hearing ttaies of refugees and sponsors in Canada and
exploring the biblical imperatives to give assis&to strangers and provide hospitality to newcanrer
our communities. Weekly offerings given by the dhein and leaders will be divided in half and usad f
support projects, both related to different aspetthe refugee experience.

A refugeeis a person outside of his or her country of matity who is unable or unwilling to return
because of persecution or a well-founded fear cfgmeition on account of race, religion, nationality
membership in a particular social group, or pditiapinion.

Mla Lar’s story: My mother decided we had to leave our village mhiils to save our lives. It's because
we are from the Karen people of Myanmar and th&amy government doesn’t want us to have freedom
We walked and walked until we crossed the border Tinailand.

Myrgjbland | tried to hide, but one day | got shotak
seriously hurt, but somehow | survived. With hetpnfi neighbours, | got to the next country, Kenylazdd
there for nine years in four different refugee campnoved from one refugee camp to another, bechus
didn’t feel safe.

Jesus’ story:My parents fled to Egypt to save my life, theibppaon. The way they told the story was
strange. One day, three wise men came with giftenia Another day, we had to leave because KingdHe
wanted to kill me. | don’t remember how we travall®aybe with a caravan south from Bethlehem over
Gaza and down the coastal road. Maybe on the mificutl route through the Negev and Sinai Deserts.
Herod’s soldiers probably wouldn’t have followedthere. Either way, | think it took more than a wee
and we probably stopped only to eat and sleep.
